UNITED WAY SCOUT SCHOLARSHIP ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

PURPOSE AND GUIDELINES

RICHLAND COUNTY OHIO

PURPOSE: 
To assist registered Scouts in Richland County Ohio through special United Way of Richland County Funding.

GUIDELINES:

1. All designated funds are maintained exclusively for the expenditure under the following scholarship guidelines.

2. The applicant must be registered with or be planning to join a Richland County Scout Unit.

3. Scholarships will be awarded based on merit and financial need, without regard for the individual’s race, gender, national origin, or disabilities.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION

1. The primary criteria for Scholarship Assistance shall be based on the merit and financial needs of the applicant.

2. The scholarship may be a partial payment of a membership’s, activity’s or event’s total costs.  Typical payments are from five to fifty percent.  However, full scholarship may be awarded based on need.  The amount of the award is at the discretion of the United Way Scout Scholarship Committee.

3. The scholarship application must be properly completed and submitted to the Scholarship Committee.  Applications should be submitted at least one (1) month prior to the registration deadline of the activity or event.

4. The Scholarship Committee shall, in a timely manner, review all applications and award scholarships it deems appropriate and as funds are available.

5. The Scholarship Committee may use its discretion in determining who receives scholarships and the amount of each scholarship.  The scholarship amounts may vary from event to event and from individual to individual based on each applicant circumstances.

6. The scholarship recipients should complete some type of community service project.  The project may not be the same one being used for other awards or scouting advancement.  A minimum of one hour of service must be completed for Scouts and a minimum of two hours for advanced Scouts and adults.  Hours will depend on the amount of the scholarship.  The Scholarship Committee  may determine if the scope and length of the service project is adequate and appropriate.

7. Scholarships may be used, but are not limited to, the costs associated with any council sponsored activities.  These include: memberships, Scout books, patches, recognition awards, summer camp or other legitimate Scout events.  Scholarships are for Scout sponsored events only.

8. The Scholarship Committee may evaluate the appropriateness for any official Scout or Council sponsored activity or event.

9. This program should not replace existing Council or community level scholarship programs.  The Scholarship Assistance Program is designed to support Richland County Scouts only when existing funds are insufficient.

10. The Scholarship Assistance Program is not intended to supercede any council, national, state or local laws and regulations.
